Thirty years ago, Dr. Jerry Tisi and | founded our beloved Whispering Winds, making the first payment on the Julian acreage. Over these years, it has been
a privilege to be a part of the Lord’s work on the mountain. Losing Jerry in 1988 was devastating to our camp; however, knowing God watches Whisper-
ing Winds so closely has been humbling. His presence is evident throughout our history.

In 1978, our Founding Families took that first leap of faith, acknowledging God’s call and allowing Jerry and me
to begin what was then called San Diego Family Camps, Inc in the Cuyamaca Mountains. The next few years
tested that faith as we struggled to make our monthly payments on the land, while new answers to prayer in
the exact amounts needed continued to appear at the very last minute. The vision stirred in the hearts of many
generous people then, as it still does years later. It took 17 years to pay off our mortgage, but we did thanks to
the dedication of so many of you.

We changed the name of our organization at the suggestion of Sr. Caroline Bachman. She remembered 1 Kings
19:11-12, when the prophet Elijah was sent to the mountain of God to wait on the Lord passing by. There was a
storm, an earthquake, and a fire, but Elijah came to know God’s presence in the gentle whisper of a wind.

Sister suggested “Whispering Winds” because you can hear the Lord talking to you in the whisper of the winds at the camp. Our first Summer Weekend
Conference was held in 1985 with Fr. John Powell of Loyola University. We had no buildings at that point in time, but it was an amazing weekend and
even then we knew that God was with us, making a difference in our camp.

As years progressed, generous donors and volunteer work parties provided us with the original Kitchen, Dining Hall, Meeting Hall, Chapel, Bunkhouse,
and the “Quad.” Because of the Cedar Fire in 2003, the Chapel and the Bunkhouse are the only of these original buildings still onsite, now known as
Conference Rooms A and B respectively. The Milner and Juanico Lodges increased our offerings as they went in between 1995 and 2001. After the Cedar
Fire, we were able to install our Challenge Course, along with additional programs and amenities. Today, thirty years later, we host over 7000 people a
